THE TALL SHIP RACES 

The Tall Ships Races are held every year in European Waters. 

The intent of the race is making new friends from all over the 

world and learn to sailing. The race consist of three races over 

several hundred miles and a Cruise in company between the 

legs. At least one half of the crew of each ship has to consist of 

young people.  

 

Race 2 of the Tall Ships Races 2012 will start in Lisbon, the beau-

tiful capital of Portugal. You will race to the south of Spain, Cadiz.  

Lisbon was host port of the fi rst ever Tall Ships Races 1956 and 

has been host port many times since. A warm welcome in this old 

maritime city can be expected! 

Cadiz is a city open to the sea. Her maritime history goes back 

centuries to the days of the voyages to the New World. 

THE BARK EUROPA

The bark Europa has sailed nearly every ocean. This three-

master is equipped with a total of 30 sails and has participated in 

many Tall Ship Races since 1994. With great success: In 2000 

she became fi rst in one of the legs and second in the overall 

Transatlantic match series. 

In 2010 the Europa joined the Tall Ships Races at the Great 

Lakes. In 2011 she joined the Tall Ships Races in Europa. In 

winter time she can be found on Antarctica. In short, a true world 

traveller or ocean wanderer!

Between PORTUGAL and SPAIN

The Europa was built in 1911 in Hamburg and fi rst named 

‘Senator Brockes’. For years it served as a lightship on the 

Elbe. Harry Smidt bought the ship in 1986 and moved it to 

Holland to have it rebuilt into a bark (a square - rigged three-

mast); the Europa. Since 1994 the completely renovated 

Europa sails the oceans as trainee ship.



THE CREW

All three of the Bark Europa’s captains, Klaas, Rob and Eric, 

have sailed all around the world and are really experienced 

sailors. They have sailed many Tall Ships Races during their 

career. The permanent crew of the Bark Europa consists of 14 

professional sailors and 48 trainees. 

Before departure you will have three instructions, life on board, 

safety and deck, all explaining you how you can safely work 

and live on board. 

The crew will be from all over the world, the working and 

instruction language spoken on board will be English. A ships 

doctor is always part of the permanent crew of the Bark Eu-

ropa. 

THE ACCOMODATION 

The classical mahogany deckhouse, teak deck and fl oors and 

the authentic details take you back to the 20th century. The 

comfortable cabins, eleven in total, are well equipped with a 

private lavatory and shower. 

The berths are divided into two two-person cabins, fi ve four-

person cabins and four six-person cabins. Furthermore you 

will fi nd a sick-bay, a deck lounge with bar, a dining saloon and 

a relaxing reading corner. Board this ship and experience the 

adventurous nautical atmosphere.

KITLIST  

> Papers and insurance: You need to have a valid passport or 
identity card, copy of insurance papers (health insurance and 

travel insurance). 

> Insurance: we expect each participant to have his or her own 
liability insurance and medical insurance valid in your country. 

We also expect every trainee to have travel insurance.

> Clothing: For your voyage it is important to bring warm and 
waterproof clothing, although it is summer. It can also be cold 

at night. For a full list of what to bring aboard, please check the 

separate packing List.

> More ideas: photography and fi lm equipment, sunglasses, 
hat to cover your head in the sun, personal medicines, toilet-

ries, a small backpack for port visits, musical instruments and 

song books. Please remember there is limited storage on the 

ship.

Programme outline  
> Your Tall Ships Adventure starts at 17.00 hours on board the 

Bark Europa in the harbour of Lisbon. When you arrive you will 

get to know the ship, mentors, crew and the other trainees. Af-

ter a warm welcome, the Captain’s introduction and safety brief-

ing, you will have time to spend a pleasant evening on board or 

in port. Should your travel schedule cause you to arrive before 

17.00 hours, you are welcome to store your bags aboard and 

have a look around the town.   

> The next morning the ship will leave the harbour and start 

race 2. After breakfast, you will be introduced to how everything 

works on the deck of the ship. Together with the crew, you will 

get the ship ready to leave the harbour and start race 2 of the 

Tall Ships Race 2012.  

 

 > On board you will be divided into three watches. This means 

that you will also be on watch during the night. You will learn to 

set the sails, to steer the vessel, you will help the cook with the 

meals and clean the ship inside and out. You do this during your 

watch, but also when it is necessary outside of your watch. 

On board you have to work together and take care of the ship. 

It is a challenge to set a good racing time, there will be a good 

mood on board and you will become part of the crew like a real 

trainee. When on watch there will be professional crew to help 

and guide you and a watch offi cer to take care of the navigation 

while you manage the sails.

 

 > Life at sea can be hectic at times when the wind gets strong-

er or calms down, but there is always plenty of time to relax and 

read a book or sing together while the sun is setting.  Life on 

a Tall Ship is great! Our goal is to organize group activities at 

least once a day – varying from playing games to singing – so 

everybody gets to know each other really well and feels part of 

one big team. 

There is nothing too crazy for us; you are welcome to share 

your ideas! 

 

 > In the harbour there will be lots of activities organised by the 

host port especially for the visiting young trainees. Open-air 

free concerts, city tours and parties will all be there for you! Of 

course you must challenge the trainees from other ships during 

sports competitions, and you must walk with the Crew Parade 

through the whole city where thousands of spectators will cheer 

you, because you are from a ship! 

Your ship could receive an award during the prize-giving cer-

emony and last but not least you can join the crazy crew party 

for everybody who took part in the race of The Tall Ships Races 

2012. 

 

The port of Cadiz is looking forward to receiving the Tall Ships 

and will make sure that you have a great time during your stay! 

 > Your voyage will end at 10.00 in the morning of the third day 

in harbour. You will look back at a life changing-experience! 

Get ready to set sail 

and climb the mast!



COST AND VOYAGE

This year the voyage will start in Lisbon (PT), and will fi nish in 

Cadiz (SP). The trip takes 7 days and starts on the 21st of July 

and will end at the 28th of July 2012. 

 

The normal price for this voyage is €920- but for people in the 

age between 15-25 years there is a special price of €795,-. All 

prices include accommodation, all meals on board.
